• The AAAM Board Examination process consists of two parts; a Written Exam and an Oral Exam. 
 

• Earning AAAM Board Certification requires candidates to successfully pass all parts. 
 

• Failing any of the two-part examination process will require candidates to retake all two parts; 
there is a $500 re-sit fee. 

 

• Written and Oral Exam scores are not reviewed with the candidate. 
 

• Refunds to those who do not pass are not provided. 

 
I. WRITTEN / THEORY

• The written exam consists of 

100 multiple choice questions.  
• The exam must be completed in two hours.  
• Partial credit for correct answers is provided.  
• Successful candidates must achieve at 

least 70% correct answers in order to 

advance to the Oral Examination.
